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Abstract

The right to life is the most important right of every citizen, and China has established a human-
centred system for the protection of the right to life on the basis of the establishment of the right
to life. However, with the development of China’s economy, the protection system relating to the
right to life has also suffered from some defects and there is an obvious gap with the development
of society, especially regarding the distribution of death compensation. Under the influence of this,
there are problems in China’s judicial practice, such as unclear rules for the distribution of death
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compensation, inconsistent rules for the identification of losses suffered by close relatives, and
insufficient emphasis on safeguarding the interests of special groups. In view of the above prob-
lems, the author suggests the establishment of a separate article to regulate the death compensa-
tion system, and to clarify the subjects, principles and order of distribution.
