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Abstract

With the development of the times, clothing design is not only reflected in the role of form, but al-
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so in the essence of content. Consumers not only pay attention to the appearance of clothing de-
sign, but also the material and psychological pleasure brought by clothing design. Clothing design
products are works of artistic value that can bring huge profits and market economic development,
especially under the national conditions of China with a large population. If the plagiarism of
clothing design products is not stopped, it will lead to the overhead of intellectual property rights,
which will lead to the imitation of other industries. It can be seen that the intellectual property law
should be improved to form a complete protection chain. As for the frequent occurrence of “pla-
giarism” in clothing design at present, how should the law regulate it? This paper analyzes the di-
lemma of the protection of domestic clothing design copyright law, finds out the shortcomings and
inadaptability of the protection of copyright law, and analyzes and draws lessons from the protec-
tion of foreign clothing design intellectual property rights, so as to improve the copyright protec-
tion of clothing design works in China.
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
