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Abstract

The Spring and Autumn Prison Sentence, which some scholars call the Jingyi Prison Break, refers
to the introduction of the spiritual principles of Confucianism such as the Spring and Autumn
Prison Sentence as the basis for determining sentencing in specific judicial practice, and using
Confucianism as the basis to solve political and judicial problems. Through our understanding of
the social and historical background of the Spring and Autumn Prison Sentence, we sort out and
summarize the Spring and Autumn Prison Sentence, and then deeply study a series of judicial trial
principles such as the conviction of the original intention. Deeply excavating the positive and neg-
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ative influences of the Spring and Autumn Prison Sentences Thinking, inheriting the ancient ex-
cellent thinking on the rule of law, and upholding judicial justice, have important reference signi-
ficance for contemporary legislation and judicial activities, and promote the construction of com-
prehensive rule of law.
