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Abstract
The pre-Qin legalist thought is an important part of traditional Chinese culture, and the legalist
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thought of rule of law is one part of traditional Chinese legal cultures. It absorbs the essence of
traditional excellent legal culture, endows the contemporary construction of rule of law with
new connotation, and seeks the theoretical source for the contemporary construction of rule of
law. The ideas of “not following the modern”, “law is not noble”, “good profit and evil”, “law dis-
tributed to the public” can be used to guide the construction of contemporary rule of law. How-
ever, the pre-Qin legalist thought has the root evil of the Times, such as “emphasizing agricul-
ture and suppressing commerce”, “taking punishment to punish”, “law as teaching” thought vi-
olate the law of social development.
