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Abstract

The principle of reliance occupies an important position in the theory of negligence crime, which
is the inevitable result of the traditional theory of negligence crime adapting to the development
and changes of real life; at the same time, the principle of reliance has important theoretical and
practical significance for the identification of negligence crime and the determination of criminal
responsibility of negligent offenders. The principle of reliance can be used to further refine the cri-
teria for determining negligence crimes and to realize the science and equity of justice by limiting
the scope of punishment for negligence crimes. The principle of reliance, which was originally de-
veloped in the field of traffic accidents, also plays an important role in the field of supervisory neg-
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ligence and medical negligence, and has its unique practical value.
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
