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Abstract

The public security mediation system is an important means for public security organs to deal
with illegal acts in a timely manner, save social resources, improve administrative efficiency, and
promote social harmony. It is a significant aspect of public security management in China and has
distinct Chinese characteristics. However, there are still some issues in the current practice of
public security mediation, such as the scope of application being too vague, working procedures
being imperfect, the absence of an established relief system, and a shortage of working force. This
paper focuses on the fundamental principles of public security mediation from the perspective of
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grassroots practice. It scrutinizes the prominent issues existing in the present public security
mediation system and their underlying causes, and puts forward feasible countermeasures.
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
