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Abstract

The traditional news publishing industry bears an important social mission. However, with the
development of Internet technology and the arrival of the new media era, the development of
China’s news publishing industry has suffered an unprecedented impact, and the current legal
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model to protect it also has defects. The article holds that China can bring the news publisher’s
right into the neighboring right system in due course. News publisher’s right conforms to the his-
torical logic of neighboring rights, and it also has room for application in China, so it is reasonable
to bring it into the neighboring rights system. In addition, the right of news publishers has impor-
tant institutional value and is feasible to solve the development dilemma of news publishing in-
dustry.
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
