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Abstract

China is entering an aging society, and the pension problem will become a very important social
problem. From the perspective of constitutional law, the state’s responsibility for the elderly not
only has the theoretical basis of “survival care” and “protection obligation of basic rights”, but also
has the direct basis of constitutional norms. China’s modernization also requires the government
to actively perform the function of safeguarding the right of civil society, to ensure that citizens’
social security rights can be guaranteed under the active action of the government. In the issue of
pension, it is reflected that when citizens are old, the state provides practical security in life.
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
