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Abstract

With the rapid development of online media, people can often see some news about college stu-
dent accidents on the Internet. These college student injury accidents are of various types, have
complex causes and are difficult to deal with, and if colleges and universities do not deal with
them well or in a timely manner, they will be condemned and criticised by all parties. However,
not all college student accidents require colleges and universities to take all the responsibility,
and very often it involves multiple factors. Therefore, based on the Measures for Handling Student
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Injury Accidents issued by the Ministry of Education of China, this paper further clarifies the rela-
tionship between rights and responsibilities, analyses some of the problems existing in the process
of handling college student injury accidents at the present stage, and argues that we should acce-
lerate the improvement of the relevant legal system, strengthen the psychological counselling for
college students and use the power of the new media to create a good campus atmosphere for the
prevention of student injury accidents in colleges and universities.
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
