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Abstract

When the feudal marriage system developed into the Song Dynasty, it already had systematic rules
and procedures, and through the inheritance and improvement of generations, it had the charac-
teristics of a specific historical dynasty and had an important impact on social life. The Song Dy-
nasty, which was at the turning point of Chinese feudal history, inherited the legacy of the Tang
Dynasty and had an open and tolerant social atmosphere. However, with the progress of social
development, the shackles of the Song Dynasty ethics changed from loose to tight, which had a pro-
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found impact on the later generations. Through combing and analyzing the marriage clauses which
are “Song Xingtong law”, we can understand the principles of marriage, legal conditions, basic forms
of divorce and the rights of women in marriage in Song Dynasty, and gain insight into the status of
women in marriage law in Song Dynasty. On this basis, the author compares the differences be-
tween the Song Dynasty and other Dynasty on women’s marital property rights, which is helpful
for us to further discover the changes and development of women’s marital status in the Song Dy-
nasty, sum up experience and lessons, and then provide some enlightenment value for perfecting
and improving China’s marriage laws and regulations.
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
