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Abstract

Since the implementation of the Civil Code, the application of Article 996 (compensation for men-
tal damage for breach of contract) has been quite controversial in the theoretical and practical
circles of civil law. Although most agree that this article does provide a more convenient relief
path for the non-contractual party to compensate for mental damage, there is no shortage of am-
biguity about its normative attributes, the meaning of the provisions, and the way of application.
In order to give a specific interpretation of the article, this paper selects several points of view
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which are controversial in theory and have not been concluded so far. This article intends to dis-
cuss whether the application conditions of this article are limited to the right of personality, the
nature of serious mental damage, whether it is only applicable to the occasions of conjoint breach
of contract and infringement, and what kind of claim rights the right holder should bring a lawsuit
with.
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
