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Abstract

The establishment of the international emergency arbitrator system aims to meet the urgent needs
in the field of international dispute settlement, which plays an indispensable role in international
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dispute settlement. However, the system also faces a series of challenges, including the lack of rele-
vant substantive guidance for emergency arbitrators, limitations in the scope of application and dif-
ficulties in cross-border enforcement of awards. Based on the data of 80 cases using the ICC emer-
gency arbitrator proceedings during the six years from 2012 to 2018, this paper studies the practice
of the emergency arbitrator system in these six years, the characteristics of its own system and the
existing problems, and puts forward the corresponding improvement suggestion.
