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Abstract

The digital divide of the elderly is essentially a question of rights. From the perspective of rights, the
essential root of the digital divide of the elderly is the lack of feasible ability caused by the poverty
of the rights of the elderly, that is, the lack of feasible ability caused by the lack of digital action rights
surrounding the right to speak, participation, equality and education of the elderly in digital life. Only
by eliminating the poverty of the rights of the elderly in the digital society can we improve the right
capacity and behavioral capacity of the elderly to carry out digital life according to their own wishes,
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and can we build normative social action plans conducive to cracking the digital divide of the elderly
with the help of the legal framework of right-duty-responsibility. This specifically includes promot-
ing the development of the concept of social equality digital rights, strengthening the legal protec-
tion of digital rights of the elderly, and so on, with the goal of integrating the governance of the digi-
tal divide of the elderly into the legal track of institutional and social reform centered on the acqui-
sition of substantive rights of the elderly.
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
