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Abstract

As a personal adviser hired by local officials, although they did not have official positions, they ac-
tually controlled the judicial affairs of the local praetorium at all levels in the Qing Dynasty, and
played a very important role in the operation of the Qing Dynasty’s judicial system. Based on his-
torical research materials such as the Book of Pastoral Orders, this paper sorts out and defines the
origin and nature of the criminal adviser, and summarizes the judicial responsibilities of the
criminal adviser from the perspective of the process of case trial, so as to further explore the role
of the criminal adviser in the judicial system of the Qing Dynasty.
