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Abstract

As a permanent organization to settle disputes between the parties, make arbitral awards and set-
tle disputes between the parties, arbitration institutions originated from the people. However, in
the current practice, the situation of de-administration of arbitration institutions in China is not
optimistic. Even though the Arbitration Law, which came into effect in 1995, clearly stipulates
that administrative organs and arbitration institutions should not be subordinate to each other,
most arbitration institutions in China still retain strong administrative colors for various reasons.
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Under such circumstances, most of China’s arbitration institutions are far from their essential
attributes, and the administrative color is too heavy, which cannot fully meet the needs of the de-
velopment of market economy and international economic exchanges at the present stage. On the
basis of analyzing the concrete performance of administrative arbitration institutions, this paper
puts forward some ideas of de-administration.
