the fundamental question of copyright ownership of game running graphics. Although it is difficult
for a gamer to enjoy copyright on the game screen alone, he or she can enjoy copyright together
with the game developer due to his or her creative behavior. The attribution of copyright in the
running screen of a game should be categorized and discussed based on the two factors of “whether
a certain game leaves room for the player’s personalized expression” and “whether the player’s
operation of a certain game belongs to a creative act in the sense of the copyright law”. The four
cases of “the game has not reserved space for the player to express his/her personality and the

player has not created anything”, “the game has not reserved space for the player to express
his/her personality and the player has not created anything”, and “the game has not reserved space
for the player to express his/her personality and the player has not created anything”, are the four
cases for determining the attribution of the copyright of the game’s running screen. Regardless of
whether the game developer has reserved space for the player’s personalized expression, the play-
er can obtain the copyright of the corresponding game running screen by his or her creative act.
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
