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Abstract
It is not difficult to see from China’s existing legislation that compared with the crime of abducting
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and trafficking in women and children, the statutory punishment for the crime of buying abducted
and trafficked women and children is obviously showing a trend of lightening. The judicial organs
have applied a large number of provisions on probation and exemption from punishment in guilty
verdicts, which shows that there has always been a phenomenon of “buying lightly and selling
hard” in judicial practice, so that bribery is still rampant and it is impossible to achieve the goal of
effectively cracking down on bribery crimes. Based on this, in accordance with the principle of
balance of crimes, out of the need to punish crimes and prevent crimes, the statutory penalty for
the crime of buying abducted and trafficked women and children should be increased, and it is
necessary to explain the legitimacy of the limited increase in the statutory penalty for the crime of
buying trafficked women and children, as well as the necessity of increasing the statutory maxi-
mum sentence for the crime of buying trafficked women and children to 7 years imprisonment
and increase the corresponding property penalty from the perspective of criminal law doctrine
and human rights protection, and put forward a proposal to strictly protect the punishment with
justice on the basis of this punishment allocation.
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
