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Abstract

Fabrication false facts and using information network to slander others is undoubtedly the net-
work of traditional crime. The rapid development of the information network era makes rumors
spread at an explosive speed, and its social harm presents a geometric growth, which requires the
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criminal law to increase the regulation of it. The provision in the judicial interpretation that
“knowingly fabricated facts that damage the reputation of others are spread on the information
network, and if the circumstances are bad, ‘fabricating facts to slander others™ belongs to a simi-
lar interpretation rather than an expanded interpretation. The criminal responsibility of the ru-
mor-reader should be comprehensively determined according to whether there is a serious fault
and whether it has caused serious consequences. In article 2 of judicial interpretation, it is unrea-
sonable to determine whether the case is “serious” according to the number of clicks, browsing
times and forwarding times. Under the framework of the current criminal law, the adjustment of
insult, defamation and provoking trouble in the existing system norms should indirectly realize
the regulation of network defamation.
