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Abstract

Popularizing the law, that is, popularizing legal knowledge and improving citizens’ legal aware-
ness and legal literacy, is the basic project of building a society ruled by law. Under the back-
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ground of rural revitalization, rural law popularization is particularly important. Rural law popu-
larization is not only an inevitable requirement of rural revitalization, but also an important way
to promote the modernization of rural governance system and governance capacity. With the
in-depth implementation of the country’s rural revitalization strategy, the rural law populariza-
tion work has ushered in new development opportunities.
