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Abstract

In the era of omnimedia, the crisis evolution of emergencies is characterized by accelerated speed
and intricate pathways, while conflicts among stakeholders have intensified. Additionally, the legal
regulatory system for public crisis decision-making is insufficient, all of which pose challenges to
the current decision-making pathways for emergencies. Against this backdrop, it is imperative to
optimize the closed-loop management of emergencies in the era of omnimedia among the pre-event,
in-event, and post-event phases, adhere to the principle of balancing the interests of relevant subjects
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of emergent events in accordance with the law, fully mobilize social resources beyond the govern-
ment, which could actively participate in constructing a law-based collaborative mechanism for
public crisis decision-making, and thus improve the pathways of crisis decision-making for emer-
gencies in the era of omnimedia.
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
