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Abstract

Soybean is an important strategic crop in China, but its demand has long been dependent on im-
ports, especially from the United States. Under the background of the Sino-U.S. trade war, we use
the descriptive statistics method to analyze the change of soybean import trade in China in the last
two years. To deal with the situation of trade war between China and the United States, China’s
soybean trade relations provide ideas for the formulation of soybean industrial policy and early
warning of economic problems that may arise in the future.
