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Abstract

During the Reform Movement of 1898, both reformers and their opponents published periodicals
to promote their ideas, which boosted the development of Chinese native periodicals. And it has
promoted the development of Chinese native periodicals and the rise of modern public newspa-
pers. Ernest Box published an article called “Native Newspapers” in North China Daily News on
11th October 1898. On the basis of comparing the data of periodicals from 1895 to 1898, Box’s
paper publishes the data on the rapid growth of local periodicals in China during the Reform
Movement of 1898, and analyzes the periodicals run by Chinese people and the topics about en-
lighten education and the Movement in China. By analyzing the records of periodicals run by the
reformers in the Movement, Box makes an effort to represent the history of the fight for a voice
between the reformers and the conservatives. Liang Qichao published “Preface to the Table of
Preservation Status of Periodicals in China” in the Qingyibao (The China Discussion) in 1901 to
represent the publication of periodicals at that time in detail. Liang classifies the periodicals into
daily and series, gets statistical data of daily and series at home and abroad according to the place
of publication, and represents the situation of existence or revision of these periodicals. Compared
with the measurement methods and data analysis of Chinese periodical catalogues today, Box’s
“Native Newspaper” and Liang’s catalogue of Chinese periodicals are innovations in terms of their
measurement methods and data analysis. And their work lay a foundation for Chinese periodical
historiography and measurement.
