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Abstract

Florence was founded in 59 BC. Florence, the symbol of the Renaissance, reaches extraordinary
levels of economic and cultural development in the 15th and 16th centuries. The Historical Center
of Florence has proved its cultural and artistic status as a historic city in the Middle Ages and of
the Renaissance in a unique continuity. Many of the threats to the world heritage city relate to the
impact of mass tourism, urban traffic, air pollution, and natural disasters, specifically the risk of
floods, which have been identified as a threat to the cultural heritage. Since 2006, the Historic
Centre of Florence has had a management plan to safeguard the urban structure and to maintain
and increase the relationship between the traditional social-economic practices and the cultural
heritage of the city. From the perspective of world heritage, this paper compares Historic Centre of
Florence with relevant historical cities and analyzes the heritage value of these world heritage ci-
ties. The paper demonstrates the protection, management and sustainable development of His-
toric Centre of Florence through characteristic comparison.
