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Abstract
In 2013, President Xi Jinping officially proposed the “Belt and Road” initiative, which has been
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widely recognized by Central Asian countries. Kazakhstan, as China’s first friendly neighbor and a
key country along the Silk Road Economic Belt, plays an important role in the implementation of
the initiative. After the initiative, Kazakhstan and China have been cooperating in various fields
and taking the opportunity of “One Belt, One Road” construction to deepen the exchange of local
and national humanities cooperation between the two countries. The “Belt and Road” is a major
inter-temporal and intercontinental initiative, which is a new way to promote win-win coopera-
tion and common development worldwide and provides China with opportunities to go global.
This paper focuses on the development opportunities provided by the “Belt and Road” initiative
for cooperation between China and countries along the route, analyzes the cooperation mechan-
isms and achievements in the humanities between China and Kazakhstan, and explores the cur-
rent problems and future prospects of cooperation between the two countries.
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
