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Abstract

Under the leadership of the CPC, China has achieved the first centenary goal of building a mod-
erately prosperous society in all respects. The socialist road with Chinese characteristics led by
the CPC is the most essential feature of the socialist road with Chinese characteristics. From the
two dimensions of “system” and “collective”, this paper combs the historical evolution of rural
grass-roots party building with the CPC as the core leadership, and explores the key factors and
main paths of rural grass-roots party building to promote rural revitalization.
