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Abstract

With the proposal of the rural revitalization strategy, rural tourism is regarded as an important
way to realize the rural revitalization strategy because of its comprehensive and prominent driv-
ing effect. Based on the field research in Enshi, Hubei Province, this paper confirms that rural
tourism plays an important role as an engine in the rural revitalization strategy. At the same time,
by analyzing the development experience of homestay in the early development areas such as the
United Kingdom, Japan, Taiwan and Moganshan in Zhejiang, and taking the pearl of Fengxiangpo
Dongzhai Scenic Area in Enshi, Hubei Province—Camellia Mountain Residence as an example, the
development characteristics of Camellia Mountain Residence are analyzed, such as keeping up
with the trend of the times, focusing on experience, and participating in the whole people, which
shows that the boutique homestay industry plays an important role in the sustainable develop-
ment of rural tourism and rural revitalization.
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
