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Abstract

Objective: To provide a reference for rural revitalization research, a visual analysis of relevant re-
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search literature on rural revitalization in China was conducted. Methods: Using 5343 literatures
from 2016 to 2023 in the CNKI database as original data, the research trends and hot topics of rural
revitalization were analyzed and summarized based on the CiteSpace literature visualization tool and
bibliometric analysis method. Results: Rural revitalization has been a hot topic in academic research
since 2017. The research institutions with greater academic influence in this field are mainly univer-
sities and research institutes. The cooperation between research institutions is mainly based on sec-
toral and regional links, and cross-regional cooperation needs to be strengthened. Wen Fengan, Zuo

Ding and He Xuefeng have done a lot of research in this field. Conclusion: “Rural tourism”, “rural go-

vernance”, “urban-rural integration” and “poverty alleviation” will continue to become research
hotspots in this field, and “poverty governance” may become a research growth point in the next few
years.
