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Abstract

The modern revolutionary historical and cultural resources formed in the specific historical practice
background are indispensable important spiritual wealth in the process of social development. To pro-
mote the creative transformation and innovative development of such modern revolutionary historical
and cultural resources in the new era, this paper, relying on the CiteSpace 6.3.R1 software, conducts a
systematic analysis of the relevant literature on modern revolutionary historical and cultural re-
sources, aiming to clarify the research direction and provide references for subsequent work. By
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constructing a knowledge map and analyzing the high-frequency keywords in the research, this paper
explores the research hotspots and evolution directions of specific modern revolutionary historical
and cultural resources, providing reference directions for future research on modern revolutionary
historical and cultural resources. The research finds that domestic research on modern revolutionary
historical and cultural resources mainly focuses on areas such as rural revitalization, cultural tourism,
and educational functions. Future research on modern revolutionary historical and cultural resources
should pay more attention to the creative transformation and innovative development of such re-
sources, further promoting the integrated development of modern revolutionary historical and cul-
tural resources and cultural tourism, assisting rural revitalization, and at the same time, giving full play
to the supporting role of college students in the dissemination of modern revolutionary historical and
cultural resources, and spreading excellent traditional culture.
