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Abstract

The new development philosophy serves as the core guide for promoting the high-quality coordi-
nated development of regional cultural and tourism industries. As a vital carrier for carrying for-
ward the Great Wall culture and deepening regional coordination, the construction of the Great Wall
National Cultural Park in the Beijing-Tianjin-Hebei (BTH) region plays a crucial role in the protec-
tion and inheritance of cultural heritage, the integration of regional cultural and tourism resources,
and the stimulation of economic vitality. Guided by the multi-subject coordination logic of “govern-
ment-enterprises-consumers” and integrated with the connotations of the new development phi-
losophy, this paper systematically analyzes the endowments of Great Wall resources in the three
regions of Beijing, Tianjin and Hebei, as well as the existing foundations and prominent problems
in the coordination of cultural and tourism industries. Furthermore, from the five dimensions of
innovation, coordination, green development, openness and sharing, the paper constructs an inte-
grated cultural and tourism coordination mechanism covering policy coordination, resource inte-
gration, industrial integration, technological empowerment, ecological protection, and benefit-
sharing. It aims to provide theoretical references and practical approaches for advancing the high-
quality coordinated development of cultural and tourism industries in the Great Wall National Cul-
tural Park of the Beijing-Tianjin-Hebei region.
