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Abstract

In recent years, Heilongjiang Agricultural Economic Vocational College has focused on serving the
strategic needs of the “four new economies”, and on Heilongjiang’s role as a strategic bridgehead
for national relations with Russia and its new mission of building and strengthening “three bases,
one barrier, and one high ground” in the new era.
