Abstract

As a major province in cultural tourism, Sichuan has established its cultural and tourism industry
as a cornerstone of provincial socioeconomic development. Driven by the strategy of building in-
dustrial clusters and strengthening industrial chains, Sichuan’s public cultural service institutions
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and intangible cultural heritage resources have expanded continuously. The quality of cultural
tourism resources and service systems has been steadily improved, while the number of market
entities and operational efficiency have shown consistent growth. Significant enhancements in
transportation infrastructure support have laid a solid foundation for high-quality development in
the cultural tourism sector. However, the industry still faces practical challenges including frag-
mented resource development, prominent shortcomings in industrial chains, lagging smart cultural
tourism construction, and insufficient supply of high-level talents. The integration efficiency of re-
sources, core competitiveness, intelligentization levels, and element support capabilities require
further improvement. Based on a systematic analysis of the current status and bottlenecks in Si-
chuan’s cultural tourism industry cluster development, this paper proposes countermeasures and
suggestions from four aspects: resource integration and quality enhancement, strengthening and
supplementing industrial chains for efficiency improvement, innovation in smart platforms, and
talent element support. The aim is to promote resource aggregation, chain perfection, and kinetic
energy upgrading in Sichuan’s cultural tourism industry, achieving higher-quality cluster develop-
ment.
