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Abstract

This study aims to analyze the formation of cultural identity among rural tourism operators from
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the perspective of symbolic interaction, focusing on the three dimensions of cultural identity. It ex-
amines the current level and status of cultural identity, the reverse influence of the three-dimen-
sional understanding on the decision-making of rural tourism operators, and the impact of rural
operators on rural development. The study summarizes the deeper formation mechanism and op-
erational mechanism of cultural identity and tentatively proposes strategies to promote rural op-
erators’ engagement in rural tourism based on cultural identity, enhance their sense of cultural
identity, provide some reference for the development and construction of rural tourism, and help
create new development paths for rural tourism.
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
