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Abstract

It is essential to prioritize comprehensive rural revitalization, enhance innovation capabilities, el-
evate industrial development standards at the township level, and effectively address issues related
to people’s well-being. By fostering scenario-driven innovation, we can deepen the integration of
technological and industrial advancements, thereby empowering high-quality economic growth
through the digital economy. As a traditional agricultural county, Leling City in Shandong Province
has leveraged its resource endowments and industrial foundations since the 215t century to culti-
vate four flagship industries: food and condiments, sports equipment, hardware machinery, and
green chemicals. Under the framework of its “4 + 4” modern industrial system, the city has trans-
formed its traditional strengths into developmental advantages through technological innovation,
industrial cluster development, brand building, tertiary-sector integration, and green transition,
achieving aleap from being an “agricultural powerhouse” to a “strong industrial city with distinctive
characteristics”. By adopting a pragmatic approach tailored to local conditions, Leling has pio-
neered a distinctive development model combining film and television with cultural tourism, ad-
dressing challenges such as limited development pathways and inefficient resource utilization. This
strategy has significantly elevated overall social development, unlocked societal potential, and en-
riched residents’ quality of life. Furthermore, Leling’s specialized industrial development has stim-
ulated growth in related sectors, realizing the vision of “one industry driving coordinated progress
across all sectors.” This paper focuses on analyzing the development trajectory of film, television,
and cultural tourism as a hallmark of its distinctive industries.
