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Abstract

Taoism has a profound influence on the formation of the theory of traditional Chinese medicine.
Many of the principles of treating diseases in traditional Chinese medicine are transformed from
the principles of health care in Taoism. Due to the lack of positive evidence of Qian Yi Shen in the
Song Dynasty, people always attach great importance to the syndrome of kidney deficiency and
neglect the positive pathophysiology and clinical treatment of kidney. This paper discusses the con-
notation of kidney demonstration from the perspective of Taoism’s “contradiction”. From the view of
contradiction “unity of opposites”, the clinical characteristics of renal demonstration are clarified.
From the view of contradiction “mutual transformation”, the clinical treatment of renal empirical
evidence is clarified. It is helpful to improve the clinical effect of renal demonstration therapy.
