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Abstract

Objective: To evaluate the effect of acupoint application of Chinese medicine on pain after induced
abortion. Methods: 1000 cases of induced abortion patients were randomly divided into control
group and treatment group, 500 cases each. The control group was not treated with analgesia, the
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treatment group was treated with acupoint application of traditional Chinese medicine imme-
diately after operation. Visual analogue Scale (VAS) was used to evaluate pain in both groups. Re-
sult: VAS scores in the treatment group were significantly lower than those in the control group (P
< 0.05); the number of pain-free cases in the treatment group was 59. The control group was 0
cases (P < 0.05). The number of mild pain cases in the treatment group was significantly higher
than that in the control group (P < 0.05). The number of moderate and severe pain cases was low-
er than that of control group (P < 0.05). The incidence of induced abortion reaction in treatment
group was significantly lower than that in control group (P < 0.05). Conclusion: Acupoint applica-
tion of Chinese medicine can significantly relieve pain after induced abortion and effectively re-
duce the incidence of induced abortion comprehensive reaction. It has good analgesic effect after
induced abortion.
