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Abstract

Since 2003, the “China-Portuguese-speaking Countries Economic and Trade Cooperation Forum
(Macao)” has been established by the central government in Macao. Until 2016, the Macao SAR
Government issued the “Macao Special Administrative Region Five-Year Development Plan (2016~
2020)” that mentioned the construction of “China and Portuguese-speaking Countries Business
and Trade Cooperation Service Platform”, in the major national strategy that is integrated into the
Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Grand Plan middle. Based on the background of the cooperation
between China and Portuguese-speaking countries, this study goes back to East Timor and Macau,
my country, which were once governed by the same Portuguese overseas province, and analyzes
Dili, the capital of Timor-Leste, from the perspective of urban planning and modern urban con-
struction. The origin of Sino-Portuguese cooperation, the development and impact of urban plan-
ning, and finally the current situation is analyzed, and corresponding reference suggestions are
put forward.
