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Abstract

“Micro era” is an era based on Internet information technology, with microblogs and WeChat as
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the main media, mobile phones and computers as the main media, and with short, refined, real-time,
high-speed, interactive and open information dissemination characteristics. It not only changes
college students’ behavior habits, ideas and personality psychology, but also brings opportunities
and challenges to the teaching community of ideological and political education in universities.
