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Abstract

College counselors as the backbone of ideological and political education for college students,
shouldering the sacred mission of cultivating qualified builders and reliable successors of the so-
cialist cause. Campus crisis events as a frequent occurrence on university campuses, not only does
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it threaten the normal order of education and teaching in schools, it poses a serious threat to the
life and property safety of college students. Crisis response as the basic responsibility of university
counselors, it is also a comprehensive reflection of the professional ability of counselors. However,
at present, there are generally problems among university teachers and students, such as weak
crisis awareness, lack of crisis education, and poor crisis response capabilities. Regarding the
above issues, this article combines practical work experience, conducted research on improving
the ability to respond to campus crisis events, and proposed strategies to improve the ability to
respond to campus crisis events, to provide reference for improving the ability of universities to
respond to campus crisis events.
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
