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Abstract

University aesthetic education courses contribute to the cultivation of students’ aesthetic abilities,
satisfying their aesthetic needs and establishing a positive aesthetic outlook. Folk art represents a
traditional Chinese art form. It plays a crucial role in the transmission of excellent traditional cul-
ture and emphasizes the education of artistic classics within aesthetic education. Extensive teach-
ing experience has highlighted significant developmental challenges currently faced by folk art.
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This thesis discusses the transmission and market issues of folk art from the perspective of class-
room teaching and offers practical suggestions to enhance students’ understanding and preserva-
tion of excellent traditional culture. This represents a primary objective of university art education.
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
