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Abstract

Social work practice education requires the cultivation of more innovative, adaptable and profes-
sional social work professionals. The participatory teaching method has its unique advantages and
practical value for social work practice education because of its emphasis on students’ subjective
status, active participation, interactive cooperation, practical application, etc. Guiding students to
