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Abstract

This paper discusses the implementation basis, principles and strategies of “Issues and speculation”
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teaching method in college ideological and political courses. The teaching method aims at improving
the ideological quality, academic rationality and affinity of the ideological and political courses by cul-
tivating students’ thinking ability, so as to cope with the complicated and changeable international
situation and promote the connotation-type development of the construction of the ideological and
political courses, and stimulate students’ learning endogenous motivation.
