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Abstract

For along time, English teaching in China has been deeply influenced by the test-oriented education
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model. Teachers tend to overemphasize the acquisition of language knowledge, and the learning of
English becomes the learning of vocabulary and grammar. However, the cultivation of students’ think-
ing ability is neglected. This tendency reduces classroom teaching to a place of mechanical memo-
rization and repetitive practice, which results in students often staying only on the surface of under-
standing in reading and being unable to carry out deeper analysis and thinking. Therefore, in order to
improve the overall quality of students and promote their independent thinking and innovation,
English teachers must focus on cultivating and developing their critical thinking skills. Based on the
review of relevant literature at home and abroad, combined with the observation and analysis of
the teaching process of the five classes of reading in junior high school English (Go For It), this study
expounds the definition of critical thinking and summarizes a series of training strategies. It aims
to improve students’ comprehension skills, develop critical thinking and problem-solving skills, and
promote all-round development through critical reading.
