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Abstract

This paper discusses how to improve junior high school students’ interest in English writing
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through an integrated model of teaching and assessment. English writing, as a key link in middle
school students’ English learning, is crucial to the development of their language use ability and
thinking ability. However, under the traditional English writing teaching mode, students tend to ac-
cept knowledge passively and lack interest and initiative. As a new concept of educational reform,
the integration of teaching and assessment provides new ideas and methods to enhance secondary
school students’ interest in English writing. This paper describes the important role of teaching and
assessment integration in stimulating students’ motivation to write, enhancing their self-confi-
dence in learning as well as improving their writing ability, and proposes specific implementation
strategies and methods, in order to stimulate students’ enthusiasm for English writing and improve
their writing ability.
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
