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Abstract

“The Compulsory Education English Curriculum Standards (2022 Edition)” explicitly emphasizes
that teachers should guide students to understand multicultural perspectives, compare cultural dif-
ferences, and draw upon cultural essence through English teaching, ultimately fostering their inter-
cultural communicative competence. Meanwhile, educators need to innovate teaching methodologies
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and refine instructional approaches to effectively enhance this competence. Intercultural commu-
nicative competence encompasses multiple dimensions, including understanding linguistic expres-
sions in diverse cultural contexts, employing appropriate communication strategies based on situ-
ational demands, and demonstrating an inclusive attitude towards cultural differences. Taking the
teaching practice of Unit 5 Here and Now (PEP Grade 7, Book 2) as a case study, this paper explores
systematic approaches to cultivating students’ intercultural communicative competence in junior
high school English classrooms.
