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Abstract

This study focuses on the practical pathways of aesthetic education in higher institutions, taking the
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collaborative educational model of the Working Committee for Caring for the Next Generation (WCCNG)
as its central case. It explores the value-oriented approaches to integrating aesthetic education with
ideological and political education. Aesthetic education extends beyond artistic cultivation to en-
compass the tempering of sentiments and spiritual formation. Its affective richness and multidi-
mensional nature align with moral education objectives, creating inherent synergies that enhance
the efficacy of ideological political education. The study proposes three core pathways—“emotion-

reason integrated education”, “traditional cultural immersion”, and “artistic practice”—to enhance
the effectiveness of aesthetic education through emotional immersion, cultural transmission, and
experiential expansion. The WCCNG's practice has shown that these pathways yield significant re-
sults in enriching aesthetic education resources, innovating its forms, and improving its overall ef-
fectiveness. Finally, the article further crystallizes effective mechanisms for constructing a sustain-
able aesthetic education system in universities: value guidance, cultural immersion, and a practice
feedbackloop. The aim is to more fully harness the educational power of aesthetics to cultivate high-
quality talents equipped with an international perspective, national spirit, and a strong sense of
social responsibility.
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
