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Abstract
In recent years, with the improvement of education level and social and economic development,
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basic education has received more and more attention. As an important part of national education,
the quality of basic education is not only related to personal growth, but also directly related to the
development of a region. In the article, the author defines the quality of basic education and educa-
tion, and expounds the current situation of local basic education development. We use literature
analysis and field investigation to analyze the reasons for the weakness of local basic education. It
is mainly analyzed from four aspects: the perfection of local infrastructure, faculty, education funds
and family education. The conclusion is due to the weak local infrastructure; the shortage of teach-
ers; the small investment in education and the lack of family education. Therefore, the author be-
lieves that it is necessary to promote the benign interaction between basic education and local so-
ciety through measures such as improving the quality of education and strengthening cooperation
with families, schools and communities.
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
