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Abstract

In the new era, universities need to implement the fundamental task of fostering students’ moral char-
acter by constructing a “big ideological and political education” framework that integrates “ideological
and political courses” and “curriculum-based ideological and political education” to foster students in
a coordinated manner. The collaborative cultivation of students through public elective courses and
ideological and political courses is not only an inevitable trend in educational practice but also pos-
sesses profound value implications and generative logic. Starting from the connotations and character-
istics of these two types of courses, this paper reveals the value implications of their collaborative cul-
tivation, constructs a three-dimensional generative logic of “goal logic, practical logic, and path logic”,
systematically explains the theoretical basis and practical necessity of collaborative cultivation
through public elective courses and ideological and political courses, and proposes strategies to pro-
mote collaborative cultivation from the aspects of collaborative goals, collaborative mechanisms, and
teacher empowerment. These strategies provide solid support for universities to construct a high-qual-
ity “big ideological and political education” system.
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
