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Abstract

With the in-depth implementation of the Rural Revitalization Strategy, significant changes have oc-
curred in the economic, social, cultural, and ecological aspects of rural areas in China. Xinjian Village
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in Qianjiang District, Chongqing, as a typical mountainous village in western China, has successfully
explored a path of rural revitalization that integrates economic development with ecological pro-
tection and cultural heritage preservation, leveraging its unique natural resources and profound
cultural traditions. By developing ecological agriculture, rural tourism, and cultural industries, Xin-
jian Village has not only improved the income level and quality of life of its villagers but also pro-
moted the protection and innovative inheritance of local culture. Based on the practical experience
of Xinjian Village, this study explores the synergistic role of rural governance models with economic
and social development in the context of rural revitalization and proposes a rural revitalization
path that is adapted to local characteristics and resource endowments. The study indicates that ru-
ral revitalization is not only about economic prosperity but also the dual rejuvenation of culture
and ecology. Moreover, through the organic combination of policy support, industrial development,
and grassroots governance, sustainable rural development can be effectively promoted.
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
