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Abstract

The implementation of the rural revitalization strategy has made the important role of ecological
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revitalization in rural development increasingly prominent. This article aims to explore the path
of village cadres in promoting ecological revitalization from the perspective of forestry. Village
cadres can take a forestry perspective and adopt a series of strategies to promote ecological revi-
talization, such as strengthening the protection and management of forestry resources, streng-
thening forestry ecological governance and restoration, promoting the improvement of forestry
industry quality and efficiency, and enhancing the ecological protection awareness of villagers.
Through empirical case analysis of the practical experience of resident cadres in Modaodong
Community, Wuping Town, Fengdu County in promoting ecological revitalization, it is found that
resident cadres play an important role in promoting rural ecological revitalization from the pers-
pective of forestry, which can form a good situation for the participation of the whole population in
ecological revitalization, promote a virtuous cycle of economic development and ecological protec-
tion, and lay a solid foundation for achieving sustainable development of rural revitalization.
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
