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Abstract

The concept of “lucid waters and lush mountains are invaluable assets” provides fundamental guid-
ance for rural revitalization and high-quality forestry development in the new era. Forestry is the core
carrier of rural ecological revitalization, and an important starting point for achieving industrial pros-
perity and farmers’ income increase. The efficiency of county-level forestry public management di-
rectly determines the implementation effect of the rural revitalization strategy in forest areas. This
paper takes the optimization of forestry public management as the core entry point, takes Anji County,
Zhejiang Province, the birthplace of the “Two Mountains” concept, as the research case, introduces the
collaborative governance theory to construct an analytical framework, systematically combs the in-
ternal logic of the coordinated development of rural revitalization and forestry public management,
analyzes the general situation of forestry development, the current situation and core dilemmas of
forestry public management in Anji County based on official statistical data and field research data,
and finally puts forward targeted optimized implementation paths. The research aims to provide prac-
tical reference for the quality improvement of forestry public management in Anji County, and also
provide replicable experience for similar counties across the country to empower rural revitalization
relying on forestry development, and promote the realization of the win-win goal of rural ecological
protection and high-quality economic and social development.
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
